Top Tips
The secret to success is practising little and often. Use time wisely. Can you practise these KIRFs while walking to school or during a car journey? You don’t need to practise them all at once: perhaps you could have a fact of the day. If you would like more ideas, please speak to your child’s teacher.
Activity ideas
Buy one get three free If your child knows one fact (e.g. 8+5 = 13 ), can they tell you the other three facts in the same fact family? (5+8=13, 13-8=5 and 13-5=8)
Use doubles and near doubles-if you know that 6+6=12, how can you work out 6+
? What about 5+7?
